Legislative Alert from ACTE:

Each year, Sens. Richard Blumenthal (D-CT) and Tim Kaine (D-VA) lead a “Dear Colleague”
letter to be sent to the Chair and Ranking Member of the Labor, Health and Human Services
and Education Subcommittee of the Senate Appropriations Committee requesting robust
funding for the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act (Perkins) in the FY 2024
Labor, Health, and Human Services appropriations bill. Committee members view these “Dear
Colleague” letters as a critical part of the process because they show the breadth of support
for a specific program, making this letter’s success critical. These senators have begun
circulating the letter to their Senate colleagues to obtain additional senators to sign on. An
accompanying letter from the House of Representatives is expected to begin circulating
shortly, and we will share it when it becomes available.
