MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING: Ernest Powers (West Virginia)   moved to accept the Policy Committee minutes of the December 4, 2013 meeting in Las Vegas, Nevada.  Polly Mingyar (Ohio) seconded the motion and the motion passed.
ACTE REGION I FINANCIAL REPORT:
Dave Keaton called on Cora Arita to give the Region I financial report. She reported that $5,186.00 was in the budget for the region. Pending expenses for the region will be reimbursement to Policy Committee Members for attendance at the Policy Meeting.
Standing Committee Reports: 

Audit: Mark Pogliano (MI) reported that there were no issues with the audit report.  The Audit Committee recommends acceptance of the report by the ACTE Board of Directors.
Awards- Chet Wichowski (PA) reported 2016 Member Awards due date is March 1, 2015; all applications are online and will be submitted electronically. Image Awards for non-members, Business Leaders, Business of the Year, etc. are due May 1, 2015. They will also be submitted online to ACTE and then distributed to the Awards Committees. All (additional) Regional I Awards for 2016 (i.e. Hanneman, Westbrook, etc.) will continue to be posted on our Region website. Ernest Powers (WV) and Chet reviewed the 2015 applications and completed the selection process. Our region’s candidates were well qualified. ACTE Regional winners will be announced at the Awards Banquet this evening.
Bylaws- Mike Hawley (Ohio) – Mike reported that there are no recommended bylaws changes this year. 
CTE Support Fund- Dave Keaton (ME) stated that emails were sent to Region I State Presidents requesting donations to the CTE Support Fund. He followed up with personal phone calls to the State Presidents requesting that each state delegate to the November 19, 2014 Policy Committee Meeting deliver their state’s donation. Checks collected at the meeting were given to Cora Arita. 
Nominations – Frank Yesalavich (NJ) reported that the committee had several telephone conferences over the summer. There are currently two candidates for president-elect. There has been some difficulty getting more than one candidate to run for some VP positions. The committee believes this may be happening due to a lack of communication and therefore the committee recommends that regions or divisions are notified in a timely manner so that they can encourage candidates to run. The committee also recommends that if only one candidate submits an application for any VP position the ACTE Board of Directors will appoint that candidate to office. 
Resolutions – Polly Mingyar (Ohio) reported that no resolutions were submitted to the committee. The Resolutions Committee meeting will be held later today.
Region I Conferences for 2015
Dave Keaton (ME) reported that the 2015 Region I meeting would be held during the National Policy Seminar (NPS) in Arlington, VA in March 2015.  There is a need for a program chair of this meeting.  Dave will ask Steve Dewitt for possible speakers. Chet Wichowski (PA) suggested inactive states are encouraged to attend the NPS.  Polly Mingyar (Ohio) was appointed to serve as Chair with Chet Wichowski (PA) appointed as Vice Chair for the upcoming meeting. 
Region I Vice President Report

Dave Keaton stated that becoming the Region I VP has become a learning curve for him. He is looking forward to working with ACTE staff member Mike Woods. He said that a letter has been sent to the US DOE asking if Perkin’s funds may be used for ACTE Dues. Institutional membership may be accepted in the future.
Selection of Region I Awards

Chet Wichowski (PA) and the Awards Committee received one Region I award application for Innovative VoTech Program Award.  It will be announced tomorrow. 
Other regional awards were discussed at the meeting including: 
· Scott Westbrook III Humanitarian Award – Polly Mingyar (Ohio) nominated Chet Wichowski (PA).  The nomination was seconded by Glen Kapiloff (ME) and passed by the membership.
· Jim Hanneman Memorial Award – Polly Mingyar (Ohio) nominated Dave Keaton (ME).  The nomination was seconded by Glen Kapiloff (ME)   and passed by the membership.

Region I Fellows 2014 Report:  Josh Moore (Ohio) reported that as a Fellow he has learned a great deal about ACTE. Prior to this, he had no idea what ACTE did. One of the highlights was learning about advocacy. He recommends the Fellows Program to others. Candice Mott’s (Wash. D.C.) sole fellowship application was discussed and approved as Region I Fellow selection.
Travel Reimbursement for Policy members: Ernest Powers (WV) moved that $300.00 per state in the region be allocated for travel to VISION. Chet Wichowski (PA) seconded the motion. The motion carried.  Chet Wichowski (PA) moved that holder of the region’s flags and banner be allowed reimbursement for their shipment to and from the annual conference. Ernest Powers (WV) seconded the motion. Motion carried.
