Membership Report

As of February 2016 is 5922 and has each state delegates listed below on the membership report. Texas, Louisiana, and Oklahoma all have gains. 

This year New Mexico is providing institutional memberships that will allow the membership to be a part of their perkins funding. Previously membership was added to registration and issues were occurring.

Division Counts-Marketing division is currently below the 750 threshold for a board position. Texas might see a dramatic increase in Marketing members due to consolidation of MET. Also, the issue of Business and Marketing division with many educators. In Oklahoma business and marketing have combined to make one stronger organization. 

National Policy Seminar Report-Doug Meyer

Strong sessions with great speakers. The senate and house members panel was well attended. Had a strong reception for the CTE Caucus with some additions to our CTE House and Senate Caucus. Students were present at the reception showing their Project Lead the Way (PTLW) with students middle school through post secondary.

Horatio Alger Scholarship-Came out of the ACTE Board of Directors. There will be availability of 510 scholarships up to $2,500 pursuing a CTE certificate or degree at a community college. There is the discussion of changing to any post secondary rather than just community college. Application is open and closes on June 1.
