Day One Description of Daily Activities/Lessons: 

	Day 1 Skill: Professionalism/Work Ethic. Teacher to provide online learning/video chat etiquette practices as well as provide resources and activities around Professionalism/Work Ethic. 

 Guest Speaker from public service industry (Fire, PD) is the targeted speaker. They will discuss their background, organization, career and how professionalism/work ethic pertains to their industry. There will also be interaction between students and the guest speaker so students can ask questions and get additional information.

Recap of guest speaker experience to go along with a reflection activity that allows students to connect the Career Readiness activity and guest speaking experience to their own learning. How can they apply this to their career, educational or personal goals?

	Day Two Description of Daily Activities/Lessons:

	Day 2 Skill: Critical Thinking/Problem Solving. Teacher to again discuss importance of video chat etiquette practices as well as provide resources and activities around critical thinking/problem solving to help engage students. 

Guest Speaker from the health industry to discuss COVID-19, its impact and how the health industry is using critical thinking and problem solving to help combat the spread.  

Recap of guest speaking experiences to go along with a reflection activity that allows students to connect the Career Readiness skill and guest speaking experience to their own learning. How can they apply this to their career, educational or personal goals?

Day Three Description of Daily Activities/Lessons: 

	Day 3 Skill: Communication and Digital Literacy. These skills can be combined as a way to highlight the importance of not just oral and written communication, but it’s influence on digital literacy. Activities would center our communication strategies, which also tie into video chat etiquette. Students would engage in activities and discussions around effective communication in a digital world, especially with the shift to online learning.

Guest speaker from Media industry will discuss how important technology and media literacy/skills are important in all industries and how they communicate their messages. They can also talk about the media trends.   

Recap of guest speaking experiences to go along with a reflection activity that allows students to connect the Career Readiness skill and guest speaking experience to their own learning. How can they apply this to their career, educational or personal goals?

Day Four Description of Daily Activities/Lessons: 

	Day 4 Skill: Time Management. This skill is needed for literally everything in life and would be a great tool for students to walk away with.  Students would engage in activities and discussions around time management and try some practical application prior to interaction with industry. 

Guest speaker form manufacturing or ag industries highlight the importance of time management and explain how it pertains to their industry (hour to hour production, understanding seasonal demands, workflow, assembly processes, etc.) If possible, a virtual job shadow experience would show students a “day in the life” of their industry to demonstrate the importance of time management. 

Recap of industry experience to go along with a reflection activity that allows students to connect the Career Readiness skill and guest speaking experience to their own learning. Students would apply what they learned with this skill by outlining their academic and career goals.

	Day Five Description of Daily Activities/Lessons: 

	Day 5 Skill: Leadership. This career readiness workshop will also include discussions and activities around self-efficacy and self-advocacy. Students will start to work on a resume, which they will have at the conclusion of the daily session. Activities and discussion will allow students to learn how to self-advocate and to understand the characteristics of leadership. 

Guest speaker from the business industry will address their background, career and industry. Speaker will also discuss how leadership and being able to self-advocate is essential in their field. In addition, industry speaker will address the importance of a good resume and how vital it is to gaining employment. 

Recap of guest speaking experiences to go along with a reflection activity that allows students to connect the Career Readiness skill and guest speaking experience to their own learning. How can they apply this to their career, educational or personal goals? Students would refine their resumes to have a finished product at the conclusion of the day/camp.
