COMBAT ENGINEER (12B)  
Combat engineers supervise, serve or assist as a member of a team 
when they are tackling rough terrain in combat situations. They 
provide their expertise in areas such as mobility, countermobility, 
survivability and general engineering.

TRAINING
Job training for combat engineers requires 14 weeks of One Station Unit 
Training, which includes Basic Combat Training and Advanced Individual 
Training. Part of this time is spent in the classroom and part in the field 
with on the job instruction.
